T}IE INTERVIEW _ INTERVIEW Vr'AS CONDUCTED IN AN OFFICE WITH
FRONT DOOR LEFT OPEN AND A GUARD SIT NG IN THE ROOM.

YASINA DRESSED IN MINI SKIRT, I{ALTER TOP _ ACTS VERY SEDUCTIVE

SAID SIIE I1AS FOT'ND RELIGION IN PRISON - FEELS VERY BAD FOR THE
TROUBLE SI]E CAUSED DW.

MI]RDER OF TRISH:

TONY DROVE IIER TO ROCKY POINT ON TI{E FRIDAY BEFORE T1IE 187
OCCLTRRED.

SIIE DIDN'T KNOW HOW TO DRIVE TONY'S PICKT'P TRUCK BECAUSE IT
IIAD A STICK SHIFT.

STIE HAD TONY DRIVE IDR DOWN LNDER TT{E PRETENSE TT1AT SOMEONE
IN ROCKY POINT OWED TI{EIR FATHER.SOME MONEY AND SIIE WAS
GOING TO COLLECT IT.

W}IEN T}IEY GOT TO ROCKY POINT. S}IE TOLD TONY TO LET IIER DRIVE
TIIE REST OF TIIE WAY BECAUSE SI-[E DIDN'T WANT HIM TO IC{OW WIERE
SI]E WAS GOING.

HE GOT OUT OF THE PICKUP AND SHE DROVE ON _ WITH THE TRUCK
HOPPING DOWN THE ROAD BECAUSEE SIIE COTJIDN'T DRIVE IT.

SI{E WAS LOADED ON A "SPEEDBALL" _ COKE AND HEROIN. WHICIJ SI{E
IIAD INJECTED.

SI{E STOPPED A SHORT DISTANCE FROM TI]E HOUSE -

SIIE SAW DW AND K]DS ]N FRONT OF THE HOUSE .. SIIE SAW DW OPEN THE
FRONT DOOR TO THE HOUSE AND l€LL SOMETHING INSIDE,

THEY ATL THEN LEFT IN THE BLAZER EXCEPT TRISH.

AFTER THEY LEFT, SI]E GOT OUT OF TONY'S PICKUP AND WENT TO TI.IE
BACK DOOR OF TI{E HOUSE, WHICH WAS "SEM" OPENED. SIIE HAD A SKI
MASK AND A STEEL BAIL IN HER PI]RSE.
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SHE ]]AD BEEN USING THE STEEL BAIL AS A DOORSTOP AT IIER
APARTMENT. SIIE HAD GOTTEN T}IE STEEL BAIL FROM TIIE "EL CAPRI"
r???) BAR.

SHE WENT TO THE BACK DOOR OF THE HOUSE, PUT ON T}IE SKI MASK AND
TI]EN FOLIND A NAIL, WHICH SIIE USED TO SLIP THE I-IOOK OUT OF THE
EYE ON THE REAR SCREEN DOOR OF TIIE HOUSE.

SIIE TOOK TIIE STEEL BALL OUT OF IMR PIJ'RSE AND TIP-TOED INSIDE TI{E
HOUSE.

SIIE FOTIND TRISH LA}']NG ON A BED AND HIT HER THRIE OR FOUR TIMES
WITH TIIE STEEL BALL.

AFTER HITTING TRISH SE\GRAL TIMES WITH TIIE STEEL BALL. SIIE WENT
INTO THE KITCHEN AND GOT TIIREE BUTTER KMVES. WHICH SHE USED TO
TRY AND STAB TRISH _

THE BUTTER KNIVES ONLY LEFT SUPERIICIAI WOLDJDS AI,L OVER I]ER
BODY. SI{E E\EN USED BOTH IIANDS. SIIE COULDN'T GET THE BUTTER
KNIVES TO PENETRATE.

AI'TERWARDS, SIIE SCATTERED PAPERS FROM TRISH'S PURSE AND TOOK
THE RINGS OFF IIER FINGERS TO MAKE IT LOOK LIKE A ROBBERY

wlIEN SHE DROVE AWAY TO GO PICKUP TONY. SHE TFIREW THE STEEL
BATL OUT T}IE WINDOW

\? SAYS SIIE KILLED TRTSFI BECAUSE "SHE NEWR IATED ANYONE MORE
TIIAN HER. "

YP SAYS STIE WAS W]TH DW ONLY AS A "CONVENIENCE." SHE INTENDED
IO S I AY W IH DW ONLY LJNTIL HtR HUSBAND, IESIjjS NETT R-AsSO.'J
MONTES,.IN PRISON IN NOGATES, GOT OUT OF JAIL. SIIE PLANNED TO
DUMP DW WHEN MONTES GOT OUT OF PRISON.

SI{E DIDN'T LOVE DW AND KNEW }IE DIDN'T LOVE HER.., BUT SHE ASKED
HIM FOR AN ENGAGEMENT RING _ SI]E TOLD HIM THAT SHE WANTED TO
MARRYHIM.

DW TIAD BOUGHT ItrR FLOWERS THREE WEEKS BEFORE THE 1 87 . . . S}IE
IIAD TAUGHT H]M (PHONETICAIL9 "MI FUTI]RO ESPOSA'_ BUT SfIE
DIDN'T THINK HE KNEW WHAT HE WAS \IRJTING.
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MARCH 3 _ IN HER APARTMENT, DW SHOWED TIP - IIE WAS CRYING, \ERY
UPSET. SAID, "SOM'ON' K]LLED MY WIFE." \? SAID TH]S SHOULD TO
PROVE TIIAT DW IIAD NO IDEA TtrAT SEE WAS INVOLVED iN THE KILLING
_ TI]EREFORE, HOW COL'LD HE HAVE CONSPIRED W]TH }IER?

TH]S WAS THE FIRST TIME SHE HEARD ANYBODY SAY ANYTHING ABOUT
THE KILLING.

ON MARCH 3RD, DW CAME TO HER PLACE AIONE HE ONCE CAME BY
WITH IIAROLD GOEBBEL (??? (NOTE: WHO IS THIS????)

DW NE\C& EVER SAID ANYTHING TO }IER ABOUT V,/ANTING HIS WIFE
KILLED. I{E NEVER TALKED ABOUT ANY PLAN [S] TO KILL HER. IIE NEVER
DISCUSSED ANYTHING LIKE THIS WTTH HER

JACK M. WAS JEALOUS OF DW _ IIE THOUGHT \? WOULD COME BACK TO
MM WHEN SHE GOT TIRED OF DW.

ST# NE\ER MADE TIIE *MILLIONAIRE" STATEMENT TO JM (LAUGHS).

SI{E SAID JM IIAD A .38 -- SIIE KNOWS THIS BECAUSE HE ATTACKED }IER
ONCE WHEN IIE WAS DRUNK AND S}IE TRIED TO KILL HIM WITH IT.

JM TESTIFIED AGAINST DW BECAUSE HE }IATES HIM - DI]E TO JEATOUSY,
OVER YP. IIE THOUGHT IF IIE HELPED GET RID OF DW, IIE WOULD CET \?
BACK. (IIE DIDN'T E)EECT I{ER TO GET 35 \€ARS).

THEY ADOPTED "CIIARLIE" IN HERMOSILLO _ THINKS IIE'S WITH JM IN
OREGON.

JM GOT I{ER A PASSPORT IN TIM NAME OF VICTORIA MACDONALD (SHE
MARRI ED JACK LT'NIDER TI{AT NAME).

A-FTER ST{E WAS ARRESTED, 12-6-91, AND WAS IN CAVORCA, LYONS,
SCHWARTZ AND MTCIIELL CAME IN AT LEAST FIVE TIMES. STARTING ON
12-I I- 91, AND MADE SEVERAL PROMISES, WHICH WERI TA?E TAPE-
RECORDED BY THEM:

. "IF YOU COOPEMTE AND HELP US CON/ICT Dl'y, WE'LL FIELP YOU:
t WE'LL ntuKE SURE YOU ARE REIEASED SOON IN MEXIC]:
t WE'LL DROP ALL CIIARGES AGAINST yOU IN THE U.5."

DAVTD MTCHELL TOLD HER" ']F SHE TESTIF]ED AGA]NST DI,/, SHE I4/OULD
BE "FREE." IIE TOLD HER TFI]S SEVERA! TIMES.
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DEBORAH SCHWARTZ TOLD }IER SEVERAT TIMES, 'YOU IT]LL BE FREE IF
YOU TESTIFY AGAINST DTI/ THEY ONLY WANTED TO PTNTHE ]87 ONDW",..

THREE WEEKS BEFORE THE TRIAI, SHE WAS TRANSPORTED TO PTD(
FROM DTJRANGO.

IN P}D( THEY WOULD REMOVE IIER FROM JA]L AND TAKE I{ER OVER TO
Ti]E AG'S OFFICE.

iN TI{E AG'S OFFICE, STEVE MTCHELL 'TAUGHT" I{ER HOW TO ANSWER
HIS QUESTTONS AND HOW TO RESPOND 6 OCEO.q,'�S QIIESTTONS. IrE
SA]D,"IN CASE OCHOA ASKS YOU, 'DID YOU LOVE DV " W}IAT WOTILD YOU
SAY? YP SAID SIIE TOLD MITCHELL SIIE Vr'OULD SAY, 'WO I DIDN'T LOYE
DW." \.STCTIELL CORECTED HER AND SAID, 'NO YASNA, YOU SHOULD SAY
YOU LOWD DW. " MITCHELL SPENT A LOT OF TIME COACHING HER.

\? SAID TIIAT MITCI{ELL WANTED HER TO TESTIFY TIIAT SHE ONLY DID
WI]AT DW TOLD HER TO DO.

PROMISES AND THREATS MADE BY MITCIIELL:

o THEY WOULD DROP ALL C}IARGES AGAINST HER ]N TIIE US.

. SHE WOULD NE,ER BE PROSECWED FOR ANYTHING IN THE US.

o THEY WOULD WRITE LETTERS TO THE MEXICAN AUTHOR]T]E9 SO TTAT
SHE WOULD BE RELEASED SOON.

c THEY WOULD GIVE HER $4k RING BACK TO HER.

. THEY IlOULD HELP HER IF SHE HELPED THEM CONVICT DW.

. IF SHE REFUSED TO COOPEMTE WITI{ THEM SHE WOULD GO TO A
U.S. PNSON WHEN THE MLYICANS GOT DONE WITH HER AND SHE
WOULD FACE THE DEATH PENALTY.

. IF SHE MFIISED TO COOPEMT4 THEY WOIJLD ALSO GO AFTER TO r-
AND HE WOULD GO TO PRISON AS AN ACCOMPLICE,

ON TIIE DAY OF 1IER TESTIMONY, S}IE FELT BAD. S}IE KNEVr' WHAT SI{E
WAS DOING WAS WRONG. SC}IWARTZ GAVE }IER A PILL FOR ENERGY _ IT
GOT HER MRED .IT WAS LIKE "ROJHA" (A MEXICAN PEP P]I-T-) IT WAS A
SMALL \ITIITE SINGLE-SCORED PILL,



SHE ONLY TESTIFIED AGAINST DW BECAUSE OF THE PROMISES THEY
MADE TO I]ER AND IIER FEAR THAT IF ST{E DIDN'T, THEY'D GO AFIER
TONY.

SHE FEELS BAD FOR T}IE TROTJBLE SID CAUSED DW... SI{E KNEW W]]AT
SHE WAS SAYING WAS A LIE. SIIE ONLY DID IT TO GET OUT OF JAIL AND
TO PROTECT TO].{Y.

AFTER THE TRIAL, TIIEY SENT A LETTER TO T}IE MEXCAN AI]THORITIES
RECOMMENDING LEMENCY, DUR TO IMR COOPERAIION.

SIIE THINKS TIIE LETIER IS TTIE REASON SHE IS DUE TO GET OIJT iN TWO
YEARS, SIIE WAS ORGINALLY SENTENCED TO 35 YEARS.
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
